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SENIOR YEAR PLUS i EARN COLLEGE CREDIT WHILE IN HIGH SCHOOL
OVERVIEW

Each year, tens of thousands of lowa high schuments earn college credit during high school to get a
jumpstart on college. These jointly enrolled students are afforded the opportunity to save money,
supplement their high school curriculum with rigorous college courses that would not otherwise be
available, and expedite their progress toward a college degree. The Senior Year Plus legislation provides
students with both high school and college credit, in most cases.

Senior Year Plus serves as an umbrella for a variety of programs incRmbtgecondary Enroliment
Options (PSEO), Advanced Placement (AP®), concurrent enroliment, Career Edge Academies, and regional
academies.

Depending on the program, the instructors may be a college/university professor or high school instructor
serving as @aommunity college adjunct faculty member. The courses may be taken on a college campus, at
a high school, or through distance education. Even though there is a variation in the mechanisms available,
Senior Year Plus provides consistency in expectafamstudents, instructors, parents, and school districts,

and postsecondary institutions. Students must be adequately academically prepared for higher education,
instructors must be qualified, and institutions must meet standards.

STUDENT ELIGIBLITY
Stucents are required to meet all of the following conditions to be eligible to enroll in any course through a
Senlor Year Plus program where postsecondary credlt is avallable to the slthhmtudentﬁhatLhave

For the AP and PSEO Programs: Students in 11th and 12th grades are eligible to paatcipeltegs 9th
and 10th graders identified as ELP (Extended Learning Program) students who meet the above criteria.

For Career Edge Academy and Concurrent Enroliment Programs: Studentd 2trBgiiadeare eligible to
participate thameet the above iteria.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP®) PROGRAM

AP® courses are collegevel courses offered and taught in the high schemlvell as online The courses,
curriculum requirements, and optional tests are pr
examination score in May and the postsecondary inst
credit or advanced standing at the college to which they later matriculate.

AP® courses are taught by high school teachers and through distamoegleguportunities. Students must

be prepared to dedicate time and effort to the range and depth of topics covered by each AP® course. In
May, a student may opt to take the AP® Exam. The score received on the exam can potentially earn the
student colleg credit dependent upon the college he/she attends. Students enroll in AP® courses during

Spring registration.

Career academies, taught by high schaoti/or collegénstructors, are programs of study that combine a
minimum of two years of secondary education with an associate degree in a career preparatory program.

based and work site learning where appropriate and available, utilizes an individual career planning process
with parent involvement, and prepares an individual for entry and advancement irskihighd

KIRKWOOD REQUIREMENTS

Students complete and return apre-registration form in the high school counsel orés office, apply online at Kirkwood, attend a
mandaory orientation meeting, and have ACCU-PLACER/ALEKS scores or ACT score on file. Sudents foll ow the Kirkwood
semester schedule. If Kirkwood holds dass on aday Washington High Schod is NOT in session, the student MUST attend the
college course.

HIGH SCHOOL CLASSTIMES THAT CONFLICT WITH COLLEGE COURSE TIMES

Students enroll ed in acollege course sometimes confli ct with the time of a scheduled high hod class. If this hgppens, sudents are
REQUIRED to communicate before or on the day of absence with their high shod instructor to receive ingructions for
assignment/test/etc. deadlines. If the conflict arises on ascheduled early out dismissal day, the student MUST make arrangements
with the high school teacher PRIOR to missing the dayés class. Missing ahigh schod class for a coll ege class does not grant the
student extra time for high schod assignments.

DROP POLICY
A student taking apaost-seconday course a the high schod building will have 2 days to drop the course from the first day of the
samester.

A student taking apast-secondary course at an off-campus site and/or_online will have five calenda days to drop the course from
the first day of the start of the coll ege course. (Not an academy or companion course.)

A student taking an Academy and/or Companion course at the Washington County Regiona Center has untl Junel to drop acourse.
This dateisprior tothe start of the next academic year in which the cour se will be taken.

DROP POLICY i ONCE A COLLEGE COURSE HASBEGUN
If a student withdraws from a Kirkwood course, by Kirkwoodé withdrawal deadline, during 1 or 3rd Term an Fwill be recorded on
the 14 or 3rd Term high shod transcript and the B Section for the next term will be replaced with anather course.

If a student withdraws from a Kirkwood course during 2" or 4" Term an F will be recorded for 15tand 2'¢ or 3 and 4" Terms on the
high school transcript, unless the course is replaced within 2 days of the 2" or 4" Term gtart date.

If a student withdraws from a Kirkwood course during aTerm 3 Winter Section, an Fwill be recorded for 3 Term on the high schod
transcript.

ELIGIBILITY
If a student drops a course after the drop deadline, the student risks becoming academically ineligible if he/she is unale to be placed
into another course. Students must take 4 courses to remain €ligible for Honor Roll and extra-curricular activities.

GRADES
Course grades will become a pat of both high <hod (2 high shod credits are earned for a 2-term course: 1 high shod credit is
earned for a 1-term course or a Winter Section course) and allege records.

CREATIVE WRITING is designed to give students the opportutotwrite original fiction, poetry and memaoirs, as
well as to write collaboratively on stories and poems. Journal writing will be utilized, and the student will keep a
writing portfolio throughout the terfra collection of his or her finished pieceson® class time will be structured in a
workshop format where the student is expected to work on course requirements. Workshop activities include
individual writing, brainstorming, revising, reading, conferencing with peers, conferencing with the imsandto
other activities related to the creative process. The remainder of the class time will be spentessariai short
lectures and discussions of various and diverse writing concerns involving creativity, style and grammar.

LEARNING STRATEGIES
Course Description

LEARNING STRATEGIES is a course designed for the resource room student. This program is designed after

college learning centers. The learning strategies approach identifies specific strategies that the student can use in
coping with the demands of the secondary and-gmstindary school curriculum. Students receive instruction in

learning strategies that can be used in employment andgostdary training. Strategies are taught to students in the

skill areas of reading, study techniques, writing, mathematics, thirdaiegal interaction, speaking and listening. This

class is designed as a block class to enable students to receive instruction as well as guided study during which they are
able to apply the strategies learned to content materials.
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MATHEMATI CS
Course Descriptions

NOTE: Students may not take a second term of a math course after failing the first term without instructor approval.

ALGEBRA| is a tweterm course (2 credits) which follows junior high math and/orgbgebra. It precedes

geomety. Students will learn the basic structure, language, operations, and techniques of algebra and how to apply
them to a variety of mathematical situations. Algebra I lays ground work for future study in mathematics and science
courses.

ALGEBRA Il is a two-term course (2 credits) to follow geometry and precede Functions, Statistics and Trigonometry
(FST.) This course extends the concepts of Algebra | and geometry into more advanced topics and develops more of
the desired mathematical skills nedder future study of math and science. Topics include function families (linear,
quadratic, power, exponential, logarithmic and trigonometric), systems of equations, and matrices and some
trigonometry. This course is advised for those students whdgtamto college. Any student planning to take the

ACT or SAT must complete or exceed at this level of mathematics before taking these tests. Expect a fast pace. Pre
requisite: geometry.

CONSUMER MATH is a twoterm (2 credits) course. First term caverreview of basic Algebra | and geometry
skills. The second term covers banking, insurance, investments, consumer credit, and teveeglisRes Algebra |
and geometry.

FUNCTIONS, STATISTICS AND TRIGONOMETRY (FST) is a tweterm course (2 creditsyhich follows

Algebra Il. Students must have earned a C or better in Algebra Il. Sophomores considering this course should
interview with the instructor before enrolling. This course provides background foalordus, the ACT/SAT tests,

and collegedvel courses. Some review of Algebra Il is provided. Students explore properties and relationships of
functions (linear, exponential, circular, trigonometric, logarithmic, and polynomial), and continue with probability,
statistics, sequences, seriegdriometric problems and identities, conic sections and statistical analysis. Expect a fast
pace. Praequisite: Algebra Il. FST B is recommended if planning to take Trig and Analytic Geometry at Kirkwood.

GEOMETRY is a twoterm course (2 credits) tolfow Algebra | and precede Algebra Il. Geometry deals with the
measurement properties and relationships of points, lines, angles, polygons, circles, surfaces, and solids. In addition,
this course will develop inductive and deductive reasoning-rdepasite: Algebra I.

INTEGRATED MATH is a twoterm course (2 credits) designed to help prepare student for the rigor of algebra. It
emphasizes the expressions and basic equations to represent real world situations. Other important aspects covered
include: solving multstep equations aridequalities; decimals and equations; factors, fractions, and exponents;
operations with fractions; ratios, proportions, and percents; linear functions and graphing; and spatial thinking. Pre
requisite: Students must pass Core Il or Math Skills befadliexy in this course. A letter grade of C or better is
recommended for success in future mathematics classes.

PS STATISTICS MAT-157 (1 term) focuses on descriptive statistics (mean, medium, mode, standard deviation and
variance) and introduces corriéten and linear regression. The course emphasizes inferential statistics and probability
distributions as applied to confidence intervals, hypothesis testing of mean and standard deviation, and applications to
business and other fields.

Standards and Ethics. Training enables studeriiedcome more sensitive to the needs of their peers and to learn skills
to be more effective in helping others and to be aware of situations in which to refer people for help to professional
referral resources. Peer Helpers must be a positive examplote. f They must pass their classes and have no
discipline referrals. Characteristics of Peer Helpers include helpfulness, acceptance, trustworthiness, empathy, concern
for others, ability to listen, and potential to serve as a positive role model. R&&tSHelpers serve as mentors and

peer tutors, and are responsible for a variety of activities throughout the year to promote a positive, accepting
atmosphere for all students, to support those in need, and to increase opportunities to assist stugardastihitees

that encourage good decision making and service to others. Peer Helpers adhere to the National Association of Peer
Programs Code of Ethics and standards of beha@itudents must complete an application and selection process for
admittane to the Peer Helper Program.

PEER HELPER FIELD EXPERIENCE is a course only for students who have received the Peer Helper training and
have been accepted into the Peer Helper Program. The Code of Ethics and Standards criteria required for all WHS Peer
Helpers applies. This course is a senlerning project pviding Peer Helpers the opportunity to work at Stewart,

Lincoln, St. James, the Middle School, and the High School as well as community organizations such as daycares and
nursing homes.

Core Courses

Division Il currently requires 16 core courses. Seethe chart below.
Beginning August 1, 2018, to become a full or partial qualifier for Division II, all college-bound
student-athletes must complete the 16 core-course requirement.

Test Scores

Division Il currently requires a minimum SAT score of 820 or an ACT sum score of 68.
Beginning August 1, 2018, Division Il will use asliding scale to match test scores and core-course
grade-point averages (GPA). The sliding scale for those requirements is shown on Page No. 2 of this
sheet.

The SAT score used for NCAA purposes includes only the critical reading and math sections. The
writing section of the SAT is not used.

The ACT score used for NCAA purposes is a sum of the following four sections: English,
mathematics, reading and science.

W hen you register for the SAT or ACT, use the NCAA Eligibility Center code of 9999 to
ensure all SAT and ACT scores are reported directly to the NCAA Eligibility Center
from thetesting agency.
